Having once been a successful business man in the United States, he was saved and called 
to share the good news of the Gospel in South America.  He headed down to Chile and 
dedicated his life to sharing his faith and planting churches there.  Eighty years later, the 
mission works in Chile, Argentina and Uruguay.   GMSA is an international mission with 
boards in the United States, Canada and the United Kingdom.   
 
As a family, we feel privileged to serve the Lord alongside other GMSA missionaries.  For 
the past month, we have worked at the headquarters in Fort Lauderdale FL, assisting Terry 
Thompson (General Director) with computer work and Jane Villalba (accountant) with re-
ceipting.    
 
The GMSA office is set up to provide 
support and encouragement to the 
missionaries on the field.  It handles 
all the missionaries finances coming 
through from supporters and makes 
sure  that the missionaries’ bills and 
taxes are paid.  A lot of work also 
goes on with publishing quarterly 
magazines about the work of the 
mission, monthly GMSA family let-
ters, and bi-monthly prayer requests 
sheets.    
 
As missionaries we will depend  
greatly on the faithful work of those ministering in the office.  It is tedious work at times, 

but as a faithful supply line is essential for those battling on the front lines, so is the daily 

office work key to a GMSA missionaries’ ministry.
